2026 PRELIMINARY BUDGET
A motion was made by Wendy Burton, seconded by Nathan Lavertue, to open the scheduled Public Hearing on the 2026 Preliminary Budget.  With no comments, Wendy Burton made a motion to close the public hearing, seconded by Teddy Secor.  Motion carried.  
      Supervisor Burton made the following comments regarding the 2026 Budget: 
· The 2026 Town Budget has been reduced by 20% 
· 48% of the 2026 General Fund Budget is comprised of salaries 
· 30% of the 2026 Highway Fund Budget is comprised of salaries 
· Health care costs rose by 15% 
· The Town is responsible for the General Fund, the Highway Fund and the Ambulance Fund 
· Library, Fire and Bangall Light District taxes are simply pass through taxes that the Town does not control 
· We have cut zero services
NEW BUSINESS:
1. 2026 PRELIMINARY BUDGET: A motion was made by Wendy Burton, seconded by Julia Descoteaux, to pass this Preliminary Budget as the final Adopted Budget for 2026.  Motion carried with all voting in favor.
2. RESOLUTION #10B – HIGHWAY BUCKET TRUCK: The following resolution was offered by Wendy Burton, seconded by Teddy Secor as follows:

        Whereas the Town of Stanford’s Highway Department has the need to purchase a bucket truck, and
        Whereas, in order for the Highway Department to be reimbursed for this purchase through NYS CHIPS, a cancelled check must be submitted to NYS DOT before the next Town Board Meeting on November 13, 2025,
    Now therefore be it resolved that the Town of Stanford Town Board authorizes the Town Supervisor, to pay for the truck with a manual check in the amount of $54,675. This expenditure will be accounted for in the November 2025 Abstract, and
    Be it further resolved that the Town Board authorizes the Supervisor to transfer $54,675.00 from the New York Class Account 01-0010-001  HIGHWAY VEHICLE RESERVE FUND into the Town Highway Fund 837720.
