SPECIAL MEETING MINUTES 

OCTOBER 19TH, 2011


The Town of Stanford Town Board convened for a Special Meeting on Wednesday, October 19th, 2011 at the Stanford Town Hall.  Supervisor Virginia Stern called the meeting to order at 7:05 PM.

DISCUSSION ITEMS:

1. INFORMATION REGARDING GARAGE FINANCING OPTIONS BY RON MOSCA, BANK OF MILLBROOK: Ron Mosca from the Bank of Millbrook attended this Special Meeting to give the Town Board members information regarding financing options for the construction of the new Town Garage.  He explained the types of bonds and bond anticipation notes (BANs) that was available from his bank for the Town. 


After this information was presented, Thomas Dewhirst made a motion to take care of the other items on the agenda at the next meeting as he thought that only the garage financing presentation and a budget workshop was to be on the agenda.  Chris Flynn seconded the motion.  Roll call vote as follows: Mark D’Agostino – absent; Thomas Dewhirst – yes; Christopher Flynn – yes; Johanna Shafer – no; Virginia Stern – no.  Motion did not carry.

2. PLANNING BOARD ESCROW ISSUE: Planning Board chairman Bob Butts had requested that an outstanding escrow account balance be addressed by the Town Board from the Bangall Whaling Company matter before the Planning Board.  Unpaid escrow fees of $2,475.55 were suggested to be re-levied on to the Town / County tax bill for the owner.  A motion was made by Virginia Stern, seconded by Johanna Shafer, to allow the assessor to put these fees onto the tax bill.  Roll call vote as follows: Mark D’Agostino – absent; Thomas Dewhirst – abstained; Christopher Flynn – abstained; Johanna Shafer – yes; Virginia Stern – yes.  Motion did not carry.  Another motion was made by Virginia Stern, seconded by Chris Flynn, to send a letter to the Planning Board requesting that they not move forward with applications that had unpaid escrow fee balances.  Motion carried with all in attendance voting in favor.

ITEMS REQUIRING VOTES:

1. APPOINTMENT OF A NEW GARAGE LIAISON MEMBER: This agenda item was not discussed.

2. SET SPECIAL MEETING WITH THE MASTER PLAN COMMITTEE:  A motion was made by Johanna Shafer, seconded by Christopher Flynn, to have a Special Meeting on Tuesday, December 6th, 2011 with the Master Plan Committee to review their Master Plan draft.  After discussion, Councilwoman Shafer’s motion was amended to make that Special Meeting the same night as the Town Board’s workshop meeting, Monday, December 5th.  This motion was seconded by Chris Flynn and carried, with all present voting in favor.  

3. OTHER: Supervisor Stern mentioned an issue that had come up during the day, of charging residents to make copies of information that was being given to the Board members.  This would be addressed again on the November agenda. 

EXECUTIVE SESSION: A motion was made by Virginia Stern, seconded by Johanna Shafer, to close the Special Meeting at 7:45 PM and enter into an Executive Session regarding the Union’s labor contract.  Motion carried with all present voting in favor.


A motion was made by Virginia Stern, seconded by Johanna Shafer, to go out of the Executive Session at 7:55 PM and go back into the Special Meeting.  Motion carried.


Virginia Stern made a motion to hold a Special Meeting on Wednesday, October 26th, 2011 at 7:30 PM to discuss the issue of payroll costs along with the scheduled 
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budget workshop.  Johanna Shafer seconded the motion and it carried with all present voting in favor.


With no other business at hand, a motion to adjourn at 8:00 PM was made by Virginia Stern, seconded by Chris Flynn.  Motion carried with all present voting in favor.
