MINUTES OF THE JANUARY 12TH, 2017 MEETING

PRIVILEGE OF THE FLOOR: No one addressed the Board.

LIAISON REPORTS: Councilman Orton reported that the CAC is still revitalizing their commission and would also be working with the Planning Board on the Bloodstock Farm application.
