TOWN OF STANFORD TOWN BOARD MEETING

DECEMBER 10th, 2020


The Town of Stanford Town Board convened for their regularly scheduled meeting on Thursday, December 10th, 2020 via Zoom.  Supervisor Wendy Burton called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm.  Elliott Wilser, the Town’s youth ambassador, introduced Britney Mercado, the newly named Grange’s National Youth Ambassador, who then led the meeting in the Pledge of Allegiance.

Also in attendance at this Zoom meeting was Town Attorney Robert Butts.


Supervisor Burton dedicated this meeting in memory of Jesse Bontecou, former Town Board member and longtime Town resident, who passed away on November 16th.  Ms. Burton read a beautiful tribute about Jesse and sent his family her condolences.
PRIVILEGE OF THE FLOOR:

Johanna Shafer, 21 Decker Road – asked about the Town’s Covid 7 – 9 cases and if it was a cluster or just individuals.  Ms. Burton replied individuals.
LIAISON REPORTS:
Councilwoman Fallon reported that she had attended a Town Board & Supervisors meeting where the topics of discussion were the northeast parts of the county’s broadband  and emergency services needs.  The CAC had met a few times and were interested in tonight’s Smart Climate Communities presentation later on.
Supervisor Burton read Planning Board liaison Carol Hanlon’s notes from their Nov. 18th meeting: a public hearing was held on reconfiguring 2 parcels of a 68-acre piece of land on Hunns Lake Road; approved the Cook subdivision; an application from the R.C. Church to subdivide the property and perhaps sell the rectory building; the ongoing Rocky Reef application to divide 214 acres into 4 parcels with a conservation easement; amend an old building envelope on Willowbrook Road; a pre-application for a minor subdivision on Decker Road; and a Special Use permit on Haight Hill Road.  The minutes of this meeting will be posted on the Town’s website.
Supervisor Burton also spoke on the Comprehensive Plan Review Committee’s twice a month meeting, where they have been discussing mining, alternative energy, and discussed the current solar law.

Councilman Coughlin had nothing to report.

Councilman Pepe said that the ZBA had met the previous evening with two applications, one for rebuilding a deck on a home on Upton Lake and scheduled a public hearing for January.  Another application process on Willowbrook Road was furloughed due to Covid but was beginning again.  Mr. Pepe added that this Board’s members were extraordinary.
Mr. Pepe also spoke of the Dutchess County Human Rights Commission of which he is the liaison for the Town, and that they had approved their liaison relationship document.  The next meeting would be on Dec. 15th and there was additional information on their website.

Councilwoman Weinberger spoke of the Recreation Commission’s plan for starting a fundraiser for new tennis courts.
SUPERVISOR’S REPORT: Supervisor Burton reported that the Events Committee and the Lions Club gift card donation drive for families in need in the school district had a goal of raising $2020 but had already exceeded that at $2900.  The school’s psychologist was the liaison at the school.  In addition, the Lions Club would be helping two boys from one family that were in need of glasses.

The Town recently had the closing on the donated property for the future Burdick Park on Hunns Lake Road/Route 82.


A thank you note was read from Laura Gilhooly for the Fire Company’s 9/11 tribute memorial.


She presented to the Board her November bank reconciliation and Supervisor’s report, which were accepted on a motion made by Mary Weinberger, seconded by 
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Margaret Fallon.  Motion carried with a roll call vote: Wendy Burton – yes; Margaret Fallon – yes; Mary Weinberger – yes; Paul Coughlin – yes; Frank Pepe – yes.
MOTION TO ACCEPT THE AGENDA:

A motion was made by Mary Weinberger, seconded by Paul Coughlin, to accept the agenda with the following addition as requested by Wendy Burton as #5A, a resolution to redesignate the old Landfill Reserve Fund.  With this addition noted, a roll call vote was taken:  Wendy Burton – yes; Margaret Fallon – yes; Mary Weinberger – yes; Paul Coughlin – yes; Frank Pepe – yes.  Motion carried.
NEW BUSINESS:

1. SMART CLIMATE COMMUNITY PRESENTATION: A presentation on the Cooperative Extension’s “Climate Smart Community” was given by Danielle Salisbury that described how the Town could voluntarily join one of three levels.  If the Town wanted to look into joining this, a letter of intent was needed as soon as possible as the deadline was very close.  Discussion followed with Emma Dries from the CAC adding that grants can be written through the Hudson Valley Lifeboat.
2. NOLLER WAY RECREATION ROAD – EMILY HENRY: Stissing Mtn. high school Senior Emile Henry had written to the Supervisor over problems she saw with Noller Way on the Rec. Park property being used as a thoroughfare.  After discussion, the Board members agreed that a sign would be made to have Noller Way from the Grange to the Rec. Park pavilion used only for emergency vehicles.  Ms. Burton thanked Emily for her attention to this situation and have her teacher know that this matter was resolved. 
OLD BUSINESS:
1. B.A.N. FOR NEW HIGHWAY TRUCK: Supervisor Burton stated that the closing for the Bond Anticipation Note for the Highway truck would be tomorrow, Dec. 11th. Three resolutions were read, including one for SEQRA, for the purchase of the truck.

At a meeting of the Town Board of the Town of Stanford, held at the Stanford Town Hall on the 10th day of December, 2020, at 7:00 p.m., Town Supervisor, Wendy Burton called the meeting to order, and Supervisor Wendy Burton, seconded by Councilwoman Margaret Fallon, moved the following resolution, to wit..

WHEREAS, the Town of Stanford Town Board (“Town Board”) intends to purchase a New 2020 Hx620 Sba 6 X 4 Cab Chassis and Body & Plow Truck for The Town of Stanford Highway Department and to finance such purchase primarily through the issuance of bond and/or bond anticipation note in an amount not to exceed $267,000.00 (“Proposed Action”); and 

WHEREAS, the financing of the cost of the purchase of highway equipment by the Town, such as a truck, is an Unlisted Action under the New York State Environmental Quality Review Act (“SEQRA”); and

WHEREAS, the Town Board has prepared a Short Environmental Assessment Form (“EAF”); and

WHEREAS, the Town Board has considered the Proposed Action as defined in Sections 617.2(b) and 617.3(g) of the New York Department of Environmental Conservation (“DEC”) Regulations; and 

WHEREAS, the Town Board has reviewed the EAF and the criteria contained in Section 617.7(c) of the DEC Regulations and has thoroughly analyzed the identified relevant areas of environmental concern to determine if the Proposed Action may have a significant adverse impact on the environment; and

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Town Board hereby declares itself lead agency for this action under SEQRA; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Town Board determines that the Proposed Action will have no adverse environmental impacts; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Town Board hereby adopts a negative declaration for the reasons articulated in the EAF.

A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE ISSUANCE OF $267,000.00 SERIAL

BONDS OF THE TOWN OF STANFORD, DUTCHESS COUNTY,

NEW YORK, PURSUANT TO THE NEW YORK LOCAL FINANCE LAW TO PAY THE COST OF PURCHASING A NEW 2020 HX620 SBA 6 X 4 CAB CHASSIS AND BODY & PLOW TRUCK FOR THE TOWN HIGHWAY DEPARTMENT

BE IT RESOLVED, by the affirmative vote of not less than two-thirds of the total voting strength of the Town Board of the TOWN OF STANFORD, Dutchess County, New York, as follows:


Section 1.
The purchase of a New 2020 Hx620 Sba 6 X 4 Cab Chassis and Body & Plow Truck for The Town Highway Department, being a class of objects or purposes having a period of probable usefulness of fifteen (15) years pursuant to subdivision 28 of paragraph (a) of Section 11.00 of the Local Finance Law, is hereby authorized in and for the TOWN OF STANFORD, Dutchess County, New York.


Section 2.
The total maximum estimated cost of the aforesaid object or purpose is $267,000.00 and the plan for the financing thereof is by the issuance of $267,000.00 bonds of said Town hereby authorized to be issued therefor pursuant to the Local Finance Law.


Section 3.
It is hereby further determined that the maximum maturity of the bonds herein authorized will not exceed five years.


Section 4.
The faith and credit of said TOWN OF STANFORD, Dutchess County, New York, are hereby irrevocably pledged for the payment of the principal of and interest on such bonds as the same respectively become due and payable. An annual appropriation shall be made in each year sufficient to pay the principal of and interest on such bonds becoming due and payable in such year. There shall annually be levied on all the taxable real property of said Town, a tax sufficient to pay the principal of and interest on such bonds as the same become due and payable.


Section 5.
Subject to the provisions of the Local Finance Law, the power to authorize the issuance of and to sell bond anticipation notes in anticipation of the issuance and sale of the serial bonds herein authorized, including renewals of such notes, is hereby delegated to the Town Supervisor, the chief fiscal officer. Such notes shall be of such terms, form and contents, and shall be sold in such manner, as may be prescribed by the Town Supervisor, consistent with the provisions of the Local Finance Law and may be executed by the Town Supervisor of the TOWN OF STANFORD.


Section 6.
All other matters except as provided herein relating to the serial bonds herein authorized including the date, denominations, maturities and interest payment dates, within the limitations prescribed herein and the manner of execution of the same, including the consolidation with other issues, and also the ability to issue serial bonds with substantially level or declining annual debt service, shall be determined by the Town Supervisor, the chief fiscal officer of such Town. Such bonds shall contain substantially the recital of validity clause provided for in Section 52.00 of the Local Finance Law, and shall otherwise be in such form and contain such recitals, in addition to those required by Section 51.00 of the Local Finance Law, as the Town Supervisor shall determine consistent with the provisions of the Local Finance Law.
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Section 7.
The validity of such bonds and bond anticipation notes may be contested only if:

Such obligations are authorized for an object or purpose for which said Town is not authorized to expend money, or

The provision of law which should be complied with at the date of publication of this resolution are not substantially complied with, and an action, suit or proceeding contesting such validity is commenced within twenty days after the date of such publication, or

Such obligations are authorized in violation of the provisions of the Constitution.


Section 8.
This resolution shall constitute a statement of official intent for purposes of Treasury Regulations Section 1.150-2. Other than as specified in this resolution, no monies are, or are reasonably expected to be, reserved, allocated on a long-term basis, or otherwise set aside with respect to the permanent funding of the object or purpose described herein.


Section 9.
This resolution, which takes effect immediately, shall be published in summary form in The Poughkeepsie Journal, which is hereby designated as the official newspaper for such purpose, together with a notice of the Town Clerk in substantially the form provided in Section 81.00 of the Local Finance Law.

WHEREAS, the Town Board of the Town of Stanford acknowledges that the Landfill Transition Reserve Fund [#3011002]  was established by Town Resolution in December of 1993, for the specific purpose of funding the Town of Stanford Landfill Transition pursuant to Section 6-c of the General Municipal Law, and

WHEREAS, the aforementioned Landfill Transition Project (“the Project”), for which the Landfill Transition Reserve Fund was specifically established, was completed in 1994 1989, and all funds necessary to complete the Project have been expended, and

WHEREAS, there are unexpended funds remaining in the Landfill Transition Reserve Fund and the account has been dormant for many years, and

WHEREAS, the Town Board has the authority pursuant to Section 6-c (9-a) of the General Municipal Law to appropriate the unexpended funds remaining in the Landfill Transition Reserve Fund for an object or purpose for which bonds may be issued since the specific item for which the Landfill Transition Reserve Fund was established has been completed and no further expenditures for the Project are necessary; and

WHEREAS, the Town Board wishes to use the unexpended funds from the Landfill Transition Reserve Fund to finance a portion of the cost of the purchase of a 2020 HX620 SBA 6 x 4 cab chassis and  Body & Plow equipment by HRT & T; and

WHEREAS, the purchase of a highway truck is an object or purpose for which bonds may be issued by the Town pursuant to New York Local Finance Law; and 
NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Town Board has determined the Project has been completed in full and no additional expenditures for that specific purpose are required; and be it further
